There are reputed to be more ancient 
trees in the UK than anywhere else in 
Northern Europe. Cornwall may be one 
of the least wooded areas in Britain, 
but it could be one of the richest for 
ancient and significant trees. These 
trees may have been around longer 
than our historic houses and some are 
historically important in their own right.  
 
As well as being rich habitats for wild-
life, Great trees can be important 
markers of previous land use # indicat-
ing early field boundaries, the last ves-
tiges of an ancient deer park, orchard 
or holy site or incorporated into the 
gardens of a great estate. Great trees 
often have interesting stories or family 
memories attached to them. We are 
running a three-year study to find and  
record these trees.
