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Woodpasture and Historic Parkland Conference

Wood-pasture and historic parkland is widely recognised as having important conservation and cultural value. In recent years there has been increasing attention on the survey and management of veteran trees and wood pasture following the publication of the Habitat Action Plan. However, information of the extent and condition of the habitat in Wales is still incomplete and landowners are often unsure of where to source advice and grant aid for management purposes. The conference will discuss the importance of wood-pasture and parkland, grazing management and management of veteran trees. Survey techniques, future policy directions and grant aid will also be discussed as well as examples of successful wood-pasture and parkland restoration. The conference will take place at ‘Gregynog’ and the afternoon field session will include a visit to the atmospheric ‘Great Wood’ SSSI, only a short walk from the conference venue.
