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Show off your woodland site

Every year, Flora locale, the national charity that promotes the wise use of native flora organises a training programme across the UK.  In the past, workshops concentrating on new woodlands have proved very popular – particularly those involved in the subject of introducing woodland ground flora.  In preparation for the 2006 training programme, Flora locale are looking for people to hold similar workshops in Scotland.

Before you start to worry about all the work involved in organising training workshops, read on!  Flora locale not only advertises the workshops, which includes writing, designing, printing and distributing 20000 leaflets, writing press releases and advertising the events on the internet, but also administrates the workshops too.  This involves managing the bookings – invoices, receipts, instructions and directions for participants.

All the workshop facilitators have to do is host the day!  Workshops tend to run from 10am-4pm with participants requiring hot drinks, and hosts receive a generous £20 per participant!  Most workshops have15-20 participants attending.

It is important to meet people’s expectations by running the same workshop that has been advertised so together, the hosts and Flora locale work out a workshop title, date and explanatory paragraph.
