Arnside and Silverdale AONB

The AONB area lies south of the estuary of the River Kent in the Morecambe Bay Limestone Character Area (20). It has several conservation sites of international status, a mild climate, and wooded limestone pavements. This contrasts with:

Staveley, near Kendal

Sites here lie on the junction between South Cumbria Low Fells (19) and Cumbria High Fells (8) Character Areas on poor grits and shales with significantly lower temperatures and higher rainfall.

Both areas were coppiced over a long period of time and then largely neglected after WWII.
